In 1896 immigrant Samuel Paley 
opened Congress Cigar Company, naming the inaugural smoke “La Palina” for his wife and putting her face 
on the label. Some 30 years later, their son William sponsored a radio show called “The La Palina Hour,” which 
ultimately led to the founding of CBS (and in 1926, the demise of the family biz). Now grandson Bill Paley 
breathes new life into the brand with the “1896” robusto.  Find the storied stogies at Drapers Tobacconist 
(page 15), a downtown institution since 1887 and the first shop in the U.S. to carry La Palina.—KK
